DECISION
1. Establishing Advisory and Coordination Group in national level in Republic of Kosovo for the rights of LGBT (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transsexual). 
2. Advisory and Coordination Group in national level in Republic of Kosovo for the rights of LGBT community is established for the purpose of creating a unity, partnership and regular cooperation amongst local and international institutions and Non-Government Organizations that work on protection and promotion of rights of LGBT community members. For more, establishing of this Advisory and Coordination Group serves the purpose of initiating joint activities on prevention and combating discrimination on LGBT community and raising awareness on human rights, with particular emphasis on LGBT community rights.

Advisory and Coordination Group in national level in Republic of Kosovo for the rights of LGBT community
Terms of reference

Mandate
The LGBT Advisory and Coordination Group will serve as an advisory and coordination mechanism for Kosovo institutions intending to protect and promote human rights of the LGBT community (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transsexual).

Duties and responsibilities

· Provide advice to the central and local governments on the implementation of governmental policies, programs and other measures aiming at defending and promoting the rights of the LGBT community.
· Act as a contact point for all local and international stakeholders and different groups of interest that work closely in this field.

· Analyse and inform group members about the existing activities, regulations, laws, ministries and other organizations’ programs related to the LGBT community issue. 

· Disseminate data, information and other relevant documents concerning the protection and promotion of LGBT community human rights to interested stakeholders.
· Defines the priorities and necessary measures to be taken to improve the present situation in relation to the LGBT community rights. 
· Advise institutions at central and local government on the process of implementation of policies, programs and other measures adopted by the Government related  to the LGBT community rights; 
· Provides advise and assist the development and implementation of public information campaigns and other promotional projects to increase awareness of  public officials and general public on the standards of LGBT community rights;
· Members of the group, observers and supporters have the right to participate in discussions, exchange information, offer proposals, advice and recommendations to the central and local governmental institutions on matters affecting the rights of the LGBT community;
· Office on Good Governance within the Office of the Prime Minister will monitor and report on the process of implementation of the recommendations that the Advisory and Coordination Group for LGBT rights will be addressing to the institutions at central and local levels.

· The members of the Group are responsible to ensure representation of their relevant institutions in the work of the group and to responsibly fulfil the tasks that arise from the group’s mandate.
Composition:
The composition of the Group is established in the form that ensures the representation of the key governmental institutions, LGBT community and the International community in order to increase planning efforts and enable exchange of information, coordination, and cooperation among actors in this field. The composition of the Advisory and Coordination Group for the rights of LGBT community will be done in accordance with points 3 and 4 of this decision. Depending on developments and influence of circumstances, the composition of the Group may be subject to change.

Chairperson:
The Chairperson of the Group is the Director of Office on Good Governance-OPM and will:
· Chair meetings according to a defined agenda and schedule;
· in the absence of the Chairman, the meeting shall be chaired by the Deputy Chairperson;
· Present topics of agenda that will be discussed and approved by members of the group;
· Manage discussions amongst members of the group;

· Allow necessary time for all members to express their opinion, suggestions and reactions;

· The Chairperson closes the meeting and at the end presents final conclusions of the meeting. Together with members of the group, the  Chairperson schedules the following meeting and potential points of discussion;

Meeting Structure 

· Meeting minutes will be recorded at every meeting;
· Minutes will be drafted within ten working days after the meeting;
· Minutes of the meeting will be delivered amongst members of the group in the Kosovo official languages (Albanian and Serbian together with English)
· Every meeting will have an agenda that is distributed prior to the meeting;
· Regular meetings will be held on a three-month basis.  However, depending on the requests and dynamics of action in this field, meetings can be called earlier if necessary.
