CD grade while generally having a nice face is considered a paint grade product not a stain grade. Summit has both structural and non-structural
options, but unless specifically requested non-structural will be supplied.

Plywood is a natural product that can be affected by changes in weather conditions: moisture and temperature. Increased moisture content
temperature variation may cause internal stresses causing previously flat sheets to bow.

At Summitply, precautions are taken to minimize this effect. However, once the plywood has left our warehouse we cannot guarantee sheets to
remain flat unless fastened.

When storing panels, stack on a firm raised base with enough support to prevent sagging. Cover the pallet to protect top and edges.
